Indications from A1: (Version with Europe Bridge) 

 

You must leave the Motorway A1 on the exit ñCoimbra ï Sul ï Taveiroò. Continue until you 

find a plaque indicating ñLisboaò and ñCondeixaò and turn right there. Continue until you see 

ñPortugal dos Pequenitosò in front. Turn to the left and cross ñSanta Claraò bridge and turn 

right. Follow the Avenue Dr. Manuel Braga, pass the train station and continue, always on the 

right towards ñVale das Floresò.

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Then you arrive to the ñEurope Bridgeò and you must cross it. Proceed until you find the Fire 

Department Building (on your right hand side) and turn right. A few yards ahead, turn once 

again to the right. Drive until the end of the road. Once there, you can see the Pedro Nunes 

Institute facilities. 

 

 

 

The University of Coimbra is one of the oldest in 

Europe. It was set in Lisbon by King Dinis in 1290 and it 

was transferred permanently to Coimbra in 1537, 

occupying the mediaeval Royal Residence buildings. 

During the reigns of João V and José I, the institution 

suffered major reforms, not only in schooling, but also in 

the construction of new buildings from the Baroque and 

Neoclassical styles 

 

The Joanina Library - The Library construction began in 1717, under the aegis of King João 

V and it is the most famous in Portugal, for its unique style. In the upper floor, the library is 

composed of three rooms, connected among themselves by decorated arches in 

polychromatic wood, exhibiting the same structure of the portal. The walls are covered with 

bookcases in red and dark green and decorated with golden "chinoiserie". According to the 

Baroque, several optical illusions were used in the roomsô decoration. The Library contains 

about 250 thousand volumes, namely works from the 12th to the 19th centuries, mainly 

about Civil and Canon Law, Theology and Philosophy. 

 

 

The Botanical Garden used to be part of the Natural 

Philosophy Faculty of the University of Coimbra and was 

created during the Pombaline Reform of the University in 

1773. Completed only in the 19th Century, its exuberant 

vegetation reflects botanical research and exchange with all 

four corners of the world. 

 

 

 

 

Parque Verde do Mondego - Opened in July 2004 as part 

of a Polis Coimbra project by the architect Camilo Cortesão, 

this park covers both banks of the Mondego River. It covers 

a huge green space featuring bars, restaurants, a children's 

playground, galleries for temporary exhibitions and the 

Central Pavilion of Portugal (Pavilhão Centro de Portugal), 

designed by Souto Moura and Álvaro Siza Vieira.  Linking the 

left and right banks is the Pedro and Inês Footbridge (Ponte 

Pedonal Pedro e Inês) by Adão Fonseca and Cecil Balmond 

which was opened on November 26th, 2006. It is 

asymmetric, 275 meters long and 10 metres above the water, with an 8-metre wide square 

in the middle for meditation and reflection.
